WALL CEILING

FIXTURE INSTALLATION
1. REMOVE THE BOTTOM HOLDER AND KEEP THE SCREWS FOR REASSEMBLY IN STEP 6
2. MARK THE POSITIONS FOR THE MOUNTING HOLES (SCREW ∅4mm(0,16˝) x 2)
3. DRILL THE HOLES AT THE MARKED POSITION
4. INSERT WALL ANCHORS AND FASTEN THE HOLDER USING SCREWS (ANCHORS AND SCREWS ARE NOT SUPPLIED BY

THE MANUFACTURER)
5. CONNECT THE FIXTURE WIRES TO THE SUPPLY CABLE IN ACCORDANCE WITH LOCAL REGULATIONS
6. REASSEMBLE THE BOTTOM HOLDER USING THE SCREWS SAVED IN STEP 1

ACCESSORIES DIMENSIONS
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1. PUSH THE LIGHTING FIXTURE IN TO THE GROUND (SEE DETAIL "C") UNTIL THE SPIKE IS NOT VISIBLE ANY MORE
2. CONNECT THE FIXTURE WIRES WITH SUPPLY CABLE

SPIKE INSTALLATION

PUSH
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TREE STRAP INSTALLATION
1. MOUNT THE FIXTURE AND TIGHTEN IT WITH STRAP ON A POLE
2. CONNECT THE FIXTURE WIRES WITH SUPPLY CABLE
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TILT ADJUSTMENT
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1. SLIGHTLY LOOSEN THE ADJUSTMENT SCREW USING THE APPROPRIATE TOOL
2. CAREFULLY SET THE LAMP TO THE DESIRED ANGLE
3. ONCE PROPERLY ALIGNED, SECURELY TIGHTEN THE ADJUSTMENT SCREW TO LOCK THE LAMP IN PLACE
